Audience: The PGPN newsletter is distributed bi-monthly to over 500 readers — General practices, specialists
& Peninsula Health staff. Feedback has always shown that the newsletter is very frequently read by GPs, but
contributors must be aware that GPs receive a large amount of daily correspondence; therefore it is imperative
to use journalistic techniques to get the message across quickly & simply.

Article length & structure: Articles must be kept short — 250 words maximum for an announcement, & no
more than 500 words for a more creatively written article. The main point should be made first, with less
important details occurring as the article continues. The point of the article should be conveyed by the headline
& an accompanying graphic with caption. The editor may also create a “call out” line.

The following guidelines need to be followed when submitting your article;
¢ Please do not format your article with columns, different fonts, coloured headings,etc. Please do not
underline words instead use bold.
Articles should be submitted by email as Microsoft Word doc files not PDF
¢ If you would like diagrams in your article please attach as a separate JPEG & advise in your word doc
where you would like them to be placed. We will try & place them where you suggest but depending on
space they may be moved. Images can be embedded in your Word document at the relevant position, but
the original image file as a JPEG must always be submitted separately. If it is a diagram then a bmp or
tif file is fine.
A digital photo for each article needs to be supplied — if nothing else, please send a photo of the author
Captions should accompany photos, including names of people in the photo & a consent form
When you submit please advise us who the author is & if possible provide a photo of them.
The main font for the newsletter is Arial.
